Concealed Carry
Hello and thank you for your interest in the Kansas Concealed Carry Training.  Dennis K. Mulanax will be the instructor for this class.  The following information is provided so that you can be more prepared the class.  
1. Kansas allows the certified permit holder to carry any legal handgun they so choose.  This means that you have the option to change handguns after the training. But it is preferred that you bring the handgun you do plan on carrying so that you can train with it.  If you have an older firearm and are unsure that it will work, you may want to have an experienced marksman check your firearm and ensure that it functions properly before the class. 
2. You do not have to have a holster for your handgun.  But your training will be much more productive if you bring one. So please make every reasonable attempt to get a holster for your firearm and bring it to class.  Choosing an effective handgun and holster will be discussed in class. But we only have one full day to discuss and then train with the equipment that you do bring.  

3. Bring 50 rounds of ammunition, hearing and eye protection with you.  
4. Lunch is your own responsibility.  There are several eating establishments in Liberal and we have no more than one hour to eat.  Snacks, coffee and tea will be provided. 
5. This training starts promptly at 0800 hours and usually ends at around 1830 hours.  Please plan accordingly.  

6. Dress for the weather.  You should play it safe and bring with you extra clothing so that you are comfortable on the range and can concentrate on the training. 
Very Important:   When coming upon the college property, make sure that your firearm is empty.  Do not bring any ammunition into the classroom. Leave it in your vehicle.  Targets will be provided by the college.   When you get to the college cafeteria lobby area, there will be signs directing you to the classroom.
